CONVOCATION TO AWARD CERTIFICATES TO THE 4th BATCH CHAGPORI DOCTORS
On 5th June, Sunday, convocation of the 4th batch graduates of Chagpori doctors was held at Chagpori College, Takdah Cantt., Darjeeling. Presently a batch of 9 doctors have graduated, which consists of 6 nuns and 3 women. They have successfully completed their 2 years of pre-medical training, 5 years of theoretical medical studies at Chagpori College. After which they underwent one year of internship at different clinics of Chagpori, Men-Tsee-Khang's branch clinics and other private clinic. Then at the end of the internship period, they did the Yuthog Nyingthig "ngondro" as per Chagpori's lineage.

Ku-ngo Tsewang Tashi, the Tibetan Settlement Officer of Darjeeling, (Central Tibetan Administration) was the Chief Guest.  The guests of honour were Mr. Tashi Dhondup, the principal of Central School for Tibetans, Darjeeling; Mr. Norbu Lama, the Gorkha Janmukti Morcha's president of Takdah Samisty and head of all the NGO's, Chagpori Governing Board members, teachers, staff and alumni of Chagpori. The ceremony started with the 'mandala' offering to the throne of His Holiness the Dalai Lama and recitation of prayers. This was followed by the welcome note by Dr. Jampa Khedup, Principal and an introductory speech by Mr. Tsering N. Dekeva, Vice-President,  Chagpori Governing Board.
Then the convocation proceedings were performed by Ku-ngo Tsewang Tashi. 'Menpa Kachupa' certificates were presented to all the graduating doctors. 
Ku-ngo Tsewang Tashi, Mr. Tashi Dhondup and Mr. Norbu Lama gave very inspiring speeches. We are grateful to them for sharing their life experiences with us.
Chagpori conducts a full traditional course in Tibetan medicine (Sowa Rigpa) for six years at its college. Most of these students are provided free education for the entire six years' course including food and hostel facilities. 
Since then, forty doctors have graduated and there are currently twelve students in the present on going course. 
Through the work of these 'amchis', who come from all over the Himalayan region, the unique tradition of medicine, with its particular knowledge of herbs is passed on.
